The creation of a Department of
Water Resources and Water Regulatory
Commiission is a priority bill of the President

Under the bill, which shall be known as the National Water
Resource Management Act, the DWR will be the primary policy,
planning, coordinating, implementing, monitoring, and
administrative entity of the Executive Branch, responsible for the
comprehensive and integrated development and management of
the water resources of the Philippines.

It would also manage the optimal allocation of water resources
among competing uses to achieve universal access to safe,
adequate and affordable water supply, sanitation and
septage services.

Resource Management Office under the DENR

The WRMO'’s main functions include formulating and ensuring the implementation
of the Integrated Water Management Plan, which will integrate various
plans of different agencies.
